REFEREES JOB DESCRIPTION AND RESPONSIBILITIES

I. Arrive At field, dressed and ready for work 15 minutes before game time. 

II. Be dressed in appropriate attire, PLAIN BLACK referees uniform. No other clothes will be tolerated except referee shirts in alternate colors given out by the club. A linesman may not where a different color shirt then the head referee unless the linesman is in black and the referee in an alternate color. 

III. NO HATS WILL BE ALLOWED.

IV. Perform your job with professionalism at every game, regardless of the level you have been assigned.

V. Your availability sheet must be in on or before the second Tuesday of each month along with your game cards and game sheets.

VI. Your schedule pick-up will be from the Lakeshore soccer office on the third Thursday of each month.

VII. In order to make changes to your schedule, you MUST check it immediately after it was picked up. You may cancel an assignment without needing to find your own replacement if you inform the Ref-in-Chief in writing by 18:00 on the Saturday immediately following the pick-up (third Saturday). 

VIII. In order to cancel a game after that date, you are required to call any referee of your level or higher to hand off the assignment. BOTH REFEREES MUST call the Ref-in-Chief to confirm the change in assignment or you may face disciplinary measures. The game is not officially changed until this has been done.

IX. Any referee who fails to pick-up their assignments on the required evening MUST contact the Ref-in-Chief to pick them up. Assignments will be held only until 18:00 on the Saturday immediately following the pick-up (third Saturday). If you will be away at the time of pick-up you must make arrangements with the Ref-in-Chief before you go away about pick-up. 

X. If you cancel abusively or do not give proper availability you will be subject to disciplinary measures. 

XI. Any game cancelled less then 48 hours will be paid and the referee must turn in a game card.

XII. Each referee will be given a call list so that they can find replacements.

XIII. Any referee who accepts an assignment from an other referee and does not inform the Ref-in-Chief will NOT be paid for that game.

XIV. Referees will be paid at the end of June/July/August and the beginning of October based on the game cards & game sheets turned in. Pays will NOT be issued based on assignments.

XV. If for any reason you do not show up for an assignment you must telephone the Ref-in-Chief as soon as you realize that you have missed an assignment.

· Fines

· Limited responsibilities, decrease in levels

· Probation. (Not only for current year but can be over two or more years)

· Being suspended for a defined period of time
